     The feast day of the Ascension of the Lord is coming up. Some places 

around the world celebrate this important solemnity on the Seventh Sunday 

of Easter, while others celebrate it on the traditional Thursday before. In 

most dioceses in the United States, it used to be celebrated on a Thursday 

until a few years ago, and is now celebrated on a Sunday instead. There-

fore, in case there is any confusion, the practice here in the Cayman Islands 

is to celebrate the Ascension on Sunday. Consequently, Thursday the 21st of 

May is a regular weekday. Next Sunday, the 24th of May is when we will be 

celebrating the Ascension of the Lord. 

     Just as a reminder, the Grotto Gift Shop is open after all the Masses 

typically. If you haven’t stopped by there in a while, there are some new 

items they have on hand, including First Communion gifts. Feel free to go 

look and see. 

     As most everyone knows, the elections are coming up this week. I will 

be leaving some pamphlets at the entrance of the church entitled, “Election 

Code of Ethics for the Cayman Islands General Election and Referendum 

2009.” This pamphlet was put together by the Cayman Ministers Associa-

tion. The pamphlet does not tell you who to vote for, but simply reminds 

people of some principles to keep in mind when voting. The back of the 

pamphlet does however encourage people to vote “Yes” on the referendum 

for the proposed new Constitution. The CMA has worked hard participat-

ing in the process of coming up with a new Constitution and believes that 

this is the best that we can come up with. At the same time, the CMA also 

recognizes that you are not bound or obligated as a Christian to agree. But 

in any case, all of us in the CMA encourages everyone who is able to vote, 

to exercise your democratic right to engage in your civic duty by making 

an informed vote. And let us pray that God will bless our islands, the elec-

tion, and the soon to be elected officials so that we may all prosper, espe-

cially through obedience to God’s will.

MAY IS THE MONTH OF MARY  

 
Here is something to ponder this week as you think about Our Lady:  
She experienced stress. As a young woman, Mary endured the stress of an 

unexpected pregnancy, tension with her future husband, a difficult birth, 

a traumatic move to another country, and the horror of losing Jesus in 

Jerusalem, but she never lost her faith that God was with her. You can 

deal with the stress in your life with the same belief that God will guide 

you through the darkness by giving you enough light for each step of 

your journey-no matter how stressful it may seem. 

THE YEAR OF SAINT PAUL  
Scripture scholars believe that the letters written by Paul himself 

were 1 Thessalonians, Galatians, Philippians, 1 and 2 Corin-

thians, Romans and Philemon. These were all written between 51 

and 58 AD. The earliest gospel we have is Mark, written about 65 

AD. For this reason Paul gives us the earliest “picture” of Jesus, 

even though he was not one of the original Twelve Apostles and 

did not meet the Lord during Jesus earthly ministry. The Risen 

Jesus was revealed to Paul, as he writes in Galatians 1:15-16. In 

his letters Paul mentions the name of Jesus Christ 380 times.
