May 29" is the Jewish holiday called Shavuot, or the Feast of the Weeks. This is a time that
traditionally is used to celebrate the first harvest in Israel. Because of this, Shavuot is also
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seven weeks after Passover. In addition to celebrating the harvest, it also commemorates the
time when Moses and the Israelites received the Ten Commandments from God at Mount Si-
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coming up, as we have the Ascension of the Lord this Sunday and Pentecost next Sunday. The
Ascension of the Lord into heaven was traditionally thought to be 40 days after Easter. There-
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world on the Thursday of the sixth week of Easter. The biggest reason for transferring this
feast to a Sunday was so that more people could attend Mass. Pentecost, which is Greek for
50, is always the 50th day after Easter and so it occurs seven Sundays after Easter. The Greek
name was originally given to Shavuot which as you know, is seven weeks or the 50th day after
Passover. Besides the fact that Pentecost celebrates the descent of the Holy Spirit upon the
apostles, not everyone knows that it also sometimes is referred to as being the birthday of the
Church because it was from that point on that the apostles carried the message of Christ to
the whole world.

SUNDAY REFLECTION
Ascension of the Lord

The Eleven apostles are truly and surely the most blessed and privileged
men to have ever lived. Why? Because they saw with their own eyes the
cross of Jesus and his resurrection and ascension into heaven. On this holy
feast day we are invited by God’s grace to plumb more deeply this lifting
up of Jesus.

St. Mark captures the moment of Jesus’ ascension in one belief sentence
which forms the penultimate verse from his Gospel: ‘So then the Lord Je-
sus, after he had spoken to them, was taken up into heaven and sat down at
the right hand of God’ (v. 19). The events of the crucifixion, resurrection
and sending of the Holy Spirit at Pentecost highlight Jesus’ Lordship and
show why the only true, right and proper response to Jesus of Nazarene is to
bow down and worship him because he is our Lord and our God.

After Jesus’ resurrection we are given, if you like, glimpses of life be-
yond death, glimpses of the risen life which Jesus has won for us. We know
that Jesus was to ascend into heaven because he told us so . To Mary Mag-

r

dalene he said: ‘I have not yet ascended to the Father: but go to my brethren
anfl day td thef, 1 am ascending to my Father and your Father, to my God
and your God’ (John 20:17). This feast day points to our won destiny and
future, it provides a glimpse, window opening into life beyond the grave.

Only Christ can open us to access to heaven and eternal life. We cannot
enter God’s life in and by ourselves. Why? Because none of us are able to
@nquer death, sin and evil, and so without Christ we remain mortal and
corruptible. Our hope is that we may go where Christ has preceded us. This
hope is grounded in Jesus’ own words: ‘And I, am lifted up, will draw all
men to myself (John 12:32). Jesus’ ascension into heaven marks the defini-
tive entrance of Jesus’ humanity into God’s heavenly domain. In the same
way that Jesus ascended into heaven, so he will return, meanwhile he is
hidden from our eyes but to him we pray today.
