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From the Paulpit 
     As I am sure you are all aware, the official start of the hurricane season begins Monday. Last year I 

did a simple blessing on the grounds of St. Ignatius at the start of the hurricane season. This year we 

will be doing the same thing. Shortly after the 8:00 Mass on Sunday the 7th, and the 9:45 Mass at Christ 

the Redeemer, Fr. Alex, or myself will do a simple blessing in front of the church praying for God’s 

blessings and protection. All are welcome to participate. 

     A little over a year ago, we had a men’s fellowship night that coincided with Fr. Donald Calloway’s 

visit. The men’s fellowship night went over really well, and one of the things that we got out of it was 

that there seems to be a real desire and need for a men’s group at our parish. I know that men’s groups 

are popular on our island and that there are even Catholic men who belong to one of several Masonic 

lodges located here in Cayman. In the United States it is widely believed, even among clergy, that the 

Church has softened its stance on Masonic membership among Catholics. But apparently, as I have 

recently found out, this is not so. In an article from the Zenit Daily Dispatch, (dated 2 March, 2007) it 

states that the regent of the Apostolic Penitentiary, Bishop Gianfranco Girotti, has said that the princi-

ples of Masonic associations “have always been considered irreconcilable with the doctrine of the 

Church,” membership in them, therefore, “remains forbidden.” The reason why it is irreconcilable with 

the doctrine of the Church is because “Masonry’s attempts to express divine truths are based on relativ-

ism and do not agree with the principles of the Christian faith.”  

     Now this is not to say that the Masons don’t do good work or serve a noble purpose of any kind. I 

don’t want to give the impression that I think the Masons are necessarily bad or a plague on society. 

Nor would I want you to think that a Catholic couldn’t work alongside a Masonic lodge for a noble 

cause or even for a fun get together. I have known plenty of good guys in Masonic lodges that I love as 

a brother. But at the same time, when push comes to shove, lets recognize the fact that some of their 

core beliefs are different from ours, and we can’t pretend that we can hold true to both.  

     As an alternative, it was my hope that we could bring in a men’s Catholic fraternal organization, the 

Knights of Columbus, that would help fulfill this need for men’s fellowship in our parish. But as I 

looked into the possibility of bringing the Knights of Columbus here, unfortunately I have run into a 

dead end. However, I have not given up on the idea. We are going to start our own men’s Catholic fel-

lowship group within our parish. On June 27th, at 7:00 pm, we are going to have another men’s fellow-

ship night at the church apartments. Fr. Pinto will also be our guest speaker. This is going to be mostly 

a social evening with a mini talk given by Fr. Pinto. But at the social I hope to at least set a time at a 

later date where anyone who is interested, can get together and talk more in detail about the organiza-

tion of this group. Initially my thoughts about what this group will be will encompass Christian service, 

prayer group, parish involvement, and social time as well.  

     Many parishes in the United States have some kind of men’s groups in their parish, and these groups 

do a lot to help men become more connected with other men in the church community and get further 

involved in their parish and their faith. This is so important because western society has increasingly 

devalued the role of men, especially within a family, to the point where there is a widespread lack of 

understanding on what it means to be a real man from a Christian perspective. Hopefully, with this 

men’s group, we can help men not only better understand how important they are to the Christian com-

munity, but also help them discover the next step in their spiritual journeys as well as finding more fra-

ternity in their church.

SUNDAY REFLECTION 

PENTECOST 
 

   Jesus often rebuked the disciples for being dull, meaning they were not 

alert to the significance of the teaching or events unfolding before their very 

eyes. Jesus rebuked them because by being this way they were missing out 

on God’s grace and blessing. There is a very real way in which we have to 

co-operate and collaborate with God. It is a two-way street and a sign of our 

dignity that God does not force or coerce us but rather invites and woos us.  

   Today we celebrate an event which occurred 2000 years ago. This world-

changing event was as major an intervention of God in human affairs as the 

creation of the universe, the incarnation of Jesus or, indeed, his anticipated 

second coming. This event was Pentecost. As we celebrate this feast day, 

there’s something we need to grasp and take hold of, because this is what 

the Church has taught since the beginning. Through the grace of the liturgy 

it is as though what happened in Jerusalem 2000 years ago is repeated again 

on this holy feast day. The same Holy Spirit who came down upon the dis-

ciples huddled together in the Upper Room descends on us too. 

   Remind yourself today that the Holy spirit is with you. When the Holy 

Spirit came down at Pentecost he instilled in the Church a dynamism and 

power which since then has been the principal agent behind all its fruitful 

work and mission in the world. Let the Holy spirit come into your life; in-

vite him, welcome him, pray to him and beg him. 

 

Consider these words of Pope John Paul II: 

“Whenever the Spirit intervenes, he leaves people astonished; he brings 

about events of amazing newness; he radically changes persons and his-

tory. Faith is not abstract talk, nor vague religious sentiment, but new life 

in Christ instilled by the Holy Spirit. Christ says to each of us: “Go into 

all the world and preach the gospel to the whole creation” (Mark 16:15). 

He is counting on every one of you, and so is the Church, “Lo”, the Lord 

promises, “I am with you always to the close of the age” (Matthew 28:20).
