Next week 1s Corpus Christi Sunday, otherwise known as the Most Holy Body and
Blood of Christ Sunday. Because of this, we will be doing our First Communions that
day. We have scheduled an extra Mass at 9:30 am on the 14™ at St. Ignatius for all those
receiving their First Communion. Of course, anyone who wants is welcome to attend
that Mass. There will also be a reception in the school canteen (cafeteria for those of
you who are American) immediately after the Mass. Again, everyone is invited to at-
tend if they like. Also, please remember that there are still plenty of First Communion
gifts available in the Grotto Gift Shop.

Speaking of Holy Communion, how often do we stop to consider what an incredible
and priceless gift we have? Seeing as how next Sunday is Corpus Christi, this is a good
time to reflect on it. Truly the Eucharist is the body, blood, soul and divinity of Jesus
Christ. If we really understand that, then we couldn’t possibly take for granted receiving
the Son of God inside of us. Many of the saints have written about this sacrament, one
such person was St. Alphonsus de Liguori, a seventeenth century saint. His meditations
on the Holy Eucharist were profound, and so I thought I would share one of them with
you:

“O my dear Jesus, what more can you do to make us love you? Oh, make us under-
stand what an excess of love you have shown us in reducing yourself to food, in order
to unite yourself to us poor sinners! You, therefore, my dear redeemer, have had so
much affection for me, that you have not refused to give yourself entirely for me in
Holy Communion. And yet I have had the courage to drive you away so many times
from my soul! But you cannot despise a humble and contrite heart. You became man
for my sake, you died for me, you even went so far as to become my food; and what
more can there remain for you to do to gain my love? I repent with my whole heart for
having offended you. I love you, O infinite goodness! I love you, O infinite love! I de-
sire nothing but to love you, and I fear nothing but to live without your love. My be-
loved Jesus, do not refuse to come into my soul. Come, because I would rather die a
thousand times than drive you away again, and I will do all I can to please you. Come
and inflame my whole soul with your love. Grant that I may forget everything, to think
only of you, and to aspire to you alone, my sovereign and my only good.”

It once was said that if we really fully knew what we were receiving in the Eucharist,
we would die of joy. Don’t think of this as hyperbole, but instead let it serve as a re-
minder that the Eucharist is the source and summit of our faith. Let us not ever take it
for granted.
