The Pallium

Worn by the bishops of Rome since the fourth

century, the pallium is a circular band about two inches
wide, made of white wool, and worn over the chasuble about the neck, breas
and shoulders. It has two pendants, one hanging down in front and the other in
back. It is with six black crosses of silk, one each on the breast and back, one
on each shoulder, and one on each of the pendants.

In the Oriental Churches the pallium is a longer and wider cloth, marked by
four red crosses and given by the Oriental patriarchs to their metropolitans and
other distinguished bishops, once the patriarchs have themselves received the
Latin pallium from the Roman Pontiff.

The pallium is made (at least partially) from the wool of two lambs (under
one year of age) suggesting Christ, the Lamb of God and the Good Shepherd
raised by the Trappist Fathers of the Abbey of the Three Fountains (Tre Fon-
tane) blessed each year in Rome on January 21, the Feast of St, Agnes (Roman
virgin and martyr, 359AD), in her basilica on the Via Nomentana
(Sant’ Agnese fuori le Mura), presented to the Pope, and sent to the Benedictine
Sisters of Saint Cecilia in Trastevere where they are cared for and shorn. The
wool is used for weaving the pallia (plural for pallium) which are blessed by
the Pope in the Vatican basilica (St. Peter’s Basilica) on June 28, the eve of the
Feast of Saints Peter and Paul. Then the prefect of pontifical ceremonies places
them in a silver urn, enclosed in a cabinet under the Altar of the Confession
and over the tomb of Saint Peter in the Vatican basilica.

The pallium began to be worn in the fourth century by bishops of the Eastern
Churches and by the Bishop of Rome to emphasize the Episcopal dignity and
pastoral office. One cannot say definitely whence it derived. In the sixth cen-
tury, the pallium was conferred by the Pope on bishops of the Latin Church,
especially metropolitans, until it gradually became the symbol of the metro-
politan office. In the ninth century, Pope Paul VIII commanded all metropoli-
tan to petition the Pope for the pallium within three months of their appoint-
ment or confirmation. Since then, the pallium has been a symbol of the super-
episcopal jurisdiction, given metropolitans by the Roman Pontiff and it signi-
fies a certain participation in the Pope’s supreme pastoral office.

It also represents their close union with the See of Rome. When worn by the
Pope, the pallium signifies the fullness of pontifical power.

In the Latin Church, a metropolitan is obliged, either in person or by proxy,
to ask the Roman Pontiff for the pallium within three months of his consecra-
tion or, if already consecrated, of his canonical promotion. In the Oriental
Churches, the metropolitan outside a patriarchate is bound to ask the Roman
Pontiff, either in person of by proxy, for the pallium within three months of his
episcopal ordination or, if already ordained, from the date of his canonical
appointment.

In 1984 Pope John Paul II decreed that the pallium would ordinarily be con-
ferred by the Pope on the Solemnity of Saints Peter and Paul, June 29. The
ceremony of the conferral of the pallium takes place within the Mass. After the
profession of faith and the oath, the Pope takes the pallium and places it on the
shoulders of the metropolitan archbishop.

The Pope may use the pallium at any time. A metropolitan (in the Latin
Church) may use the pallium in every church of his province in the solemn
ceremonies of the Mass on the days mentioned in the Roman Pontifical and on
others through special concession, but not outside his province even with the
consent of the local ordinary. The same rule is binding on a metropolitan of the
Eastern Churches. If a metropolitan loses his pallium or is transferred to an-
other metropolitan see, he must obtain another pallium.

The pallium can neither be lent, nor given away, nor bequeathed to anyone at
death, but all pallia received by the metropolitan are to be buried with him—
the last pallium placed over the chasuble of the deceased metropolitan, the
others, folded, under his head.
