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The Pines 
 

In the past few months, I have been learning more and more about the life of Blessed Teresa of 

Calcutta.  Due to her inspiring example and, more importantly, the love of Jesus Christ, I am 

hoping to gather together a group from our parish to volunteer on a regular basis at The Pines 

Retirement Home. 

 

In a speech given at the National Prayer Breakfast in Washington DC in February 1994, Mother 

Teresa said “we have been created to love as He loves us. Jesus makes Himself the hungry one, 

the naked one, the homeless one, the unwanted one, and He says, „You did it to Me.‟ On the last 

day He will say to those on His right, „whatever you did to the least of these, you did to Me, and 

He will also say to those on His left, whatever you neglected to do for the least of these, you 

neglected to do it for Me.‟ ” 

 

Keeping this verse from the Gospel of Matthew in mind please consider serving Jesus by volun-

teering to visit the elderly at The Pines Retirement Home.  The first time that I volunteered at a 

nursing home I was quite uncomfortable and unsure of what I could say or do to help.  Over-

time, however, I realized that what I said was not as important as simply being there for the per-

son, loving the person, and letting the Holy Spirit take care of the rest.  God can take our small 

acts of kindness, as feeble as they may be, and multiply them as he multiplied the five loaves 

and two fish. 

 

The Pines currently has 35 residents and provides various activities that we can get involved 

with.  There will be a brief initial meeting on Wednesday July 8th at 6pm in the Cry Room at the 

back of the church to discuss what the best time(s) to visit are, what activities we want to be 

involved in, and to fill out a form that The Pines requires for all volunteers.  If you think that 

this is something you might be interested in please email ignatius@candw.ky or call the parish 

office ( 949-6797) so that we have a rough estimate of numbers.  In addition, please be aware 

that a police record will also be necessary which costs $10.  You do not have to have the police 

record before the initial meeting but you will need it before volunteering at The Pines. 

 

Finally, I would just like to thank all of you who are praying for me as I continue my studies at 

Sacred Heart Major Seminary in Detroit, Michigan.  It has been an amazing and grace-filled 

year and I know that it is in large part due to your prayers.  It is vitally important that we pray 

not only for priests and religious but for all members of the Body of Christ throughout the 

world, especially within our own parish.  Venerable Solanus Casey, a Capuchin Franciscan dur-

ing the 20th century and buried in Detroit, once said “How merciful is the Good God in making 

us dependent on one another.”  Our prayers do make a difference even if we don‟t immediately 

recognize the blessings they bring.  On the other hand, it also makes a difference negatively 

when we do not pray for each other – so, in all things Pray! Pray! Pray!

SUNDAY REFLECTION 

Gospel Summary  
Our hearts go out to Jesus in this gospel because we feel his pain 

when his own family and friends reject him. The news of Jesus' 

miracles and healings had by now spread throughout the region and 

when he returned to Nazareth to teach in the synagogue, the people 

there were unbelieving. How, they wondered, could someone as 

common as a laborer have such authority from God? Sadly, Jesus 

could not do the wondrous work of God in his own home town. 

There are not further times recorded in the gospels that Jesus entered 

another synagogue after the rejection he experienced in Nazareth.  

Reflection for Families  
How many times do we shy away from saying what we know to be 

the truth? We may see a co-worker, a relative, or friend making 

some poor decisions. Or we may witness injustices in our society. 

It's easier to turn our heads in the other direction and not get in-

volved. After all, our lives are going fairly well and someone else's 

mistakes or misfortunes don't really affect us. But don't they? We are 

answerable first to God, but we also need to keep in mind that our 

children are watching (and will eventually imitate) our every move. 

As difficult as it is, it is our responsibility to show them how to be 

strong and courageous even when our words and actions might be 

unpopular.  

Bringing the Gospel into Your Family

world, who have at least some of the qualities of a prophet. Consider 

whether or not these people have been rejected for things they have 

said. Who has benefited from their words? Find a way as a family to 

support, either physically or in prayer, at least one of the world's
