“Come away by yourselves to a deserted place and rest awhile” (Mk. 6:31)

The “desert” has a very important place in our Scriptures and our Christian spirituality. The
Desert is a place of silence, solitude and a special encounter with God. Great heroes of the Bi-
ble went to the desert where they experienced God in an intimate manner and received their
mission.

Abraham had to cross the desert to reach the land to which God had called him;

Moses and the Israelites had to pass through the desert for forty years before coming to the
Promised Land;

John the Baptist went to the desert for his preaching ministry; Paul after his dramatic conver-
sion spent three years in the Arabian Desert;

Jesus Himself spent forty days and nights in the desert before starting His public ministry.

This Sunday Gospel tells us that as the Apostles return to Jesus from their evangelizing, they
are greeted by their loving teacher who invites them to come away with Him to a deserted place
and rest.

No matter what our vocation—parent, religious or single person—we have a need to replenish
energies—physical, mental and spiritual. There is a need to take time by ourselves to be recre-
ated, spiritually energized, to make our task at hand more effective and pleasing to God. We
need a space in our lives where we can find God. The search for God is hot meant to escape
from work or responsibilities rather it is meant to empower us to return to our work and minis-
try with new enthusiasm and new power.

We may not have a chance to go to a physical desert but we can always try to enter a spiritual
desert to be close to God. The adoration chapel at St. Ignatius is such a spiritual desert where
we all can enjoy the silence, rest, inner peace and a close encounter with Jesus in the Blessed
Sacrament.
