A Few Words About The Society of Our Lady of the Most Holy Trinity

Recently you might have noticed a gray robed character wondering about church, and even making his way to
the pulpit to speak at the end of the weekend masses. That person is me, Brother Tristan Abbott, a member of
St. Ignatius Parish and seminarian in the Society of Our Lady of the Most Holy Trinity (SOLT). I would like to
introduce you to SOLT and explain a little bit about the formation for the priesthood that | have undertaken as
a member of this community.

The vision of the Society of Our Lady of the Most Holy Trinity is to bring “all peoples into union with the
Most Holy Trinity through discipleship of Jesus and Mary.” This vision is the foundation for the formation of
all members of the SOLT community, be they oriented to the priesthood, religious life or the lay state. The
primary work, therefore, of a SOLT seminarian is to first bring himself into this most-needed union with the
Holy Trinity. This work is accomplished by the formator, the Holy Spirit, and through the motherly interces-
sion of Our Lady, to whom all men who have passed through novitiate are consecrated.

Formation for men in “Our Lady’s Society” begins with the candidacy program. There is one program for the
Asian region, based in the Philippians and one for the American region, based in the Belizean town of Benque
Viejo del Carmen. Benque is a Spanish speaking town on the Guatemala boarder, which gives English speak-
ing candidates a chance to work on their Spanish. It is also an opportunity to experience life in one of our mis-
sions. After a year in Belize, the men are then sent to novitiate, which until recently was based in San Luis
valley in South Central Colorado. At the end of novitiate they take their first promises of poverty, chastity and
obedience, at which point the men become religious Brothers. These promises are renewed every year for five
years and then final promises are taken.

Once a man becomes a Brother he begins intellectual formation, beginning with the two years of philosophy
that the Church requires of all seminarians. This is followed by approximately three years of theology in Rome.
About the time that basic intellectual formation is completed the Brothers take final promises and soon after
are ordained to the transitional deaconate. Six months to a year later they are ordained to the priesthood.

A Brother or priest in ministry lives out the SOLT charism in ‘discipleship of Jesus and Mary in Ecclesial
Teams of Priests, Sisters and Laity in Marian-Trinitarian relationships in areas of deepest apostolic need.” In
other words, all the different vocations that actually make up the society of apostolic life which is Our Lady’s
society, work together in areas in which a great need for the services of the Church are perceived. SOLT has all
the vocations striving to work together in graced friendships. In this way, we endeavor to produce a familial
community which we desire to be an example for the Church at large. By the grace of God we hope to extend
that same sense of familial relationship to all with whom we come in contact.

As | continue to go through formation, I rely, as always, on the support of your prayers. If it is possible for you
to also contribute financially to my formation and the formation of other SOLT Brothers (we pool our re-
sources) we would greatly appreciate it. All donations, which can be dropped off at the parish office or placed
in this weekends collection basket and earmarked for SOLT, will be applied to tuition frees for philosophy
studies at Our Lady of Corpus Christi, Texas.
