Catholic Saints

This week we remember four important saints: St.Bartholomew; St.Monica; Saint
Augustine and St.John the Baptist.

Catholic saints are holy people and human people who lived extraordinary lives. Each saint
the Church honors responded to God's invitation to use his or her unique gifts. God calls each
one of us to be a saint.

August 24- St. Bartholomew: In the New Testament, Bartholomew is mentioned only in the
lists of the apostles. Some scholars identify him with Nathanael, a man of Cana in Galilee who was sum-
moned to Jesus by Philip. Jesus paid him a great

August 27-St. Monica: Although she was a Christian, her parents gave her in marriage to a
pagan, Patricius, who lived in her hometown of Tagaste in North Africa. Patricius had some redeeming
features, but he had a violent temper and was licentious. Monica also had to bear with a cantankerous
mother-in-law who lived in her home. Patricius criticized his wife because of her charity and piety, but
al ways respected her. Monica’'s prayer s aniglavets a mp
Christianity. Her husband died in 371, one year after his baptism.

Monica had at least three children who survived infancy. The oldest, Augustine, is the most famous. At
the time of his father’'s death, Augustine was 17
tressed to learn that her son had accepted the Manichean heresy and was living an immoral life. She
spent many years in prayer and fasting for the conversion of her son. Almost all we know about St.
Monica is in the writings of St. Augustine, especially his Confessions.

August 28-St. Augustine: A Christian at 33, a priest at 36, a bishop at 41: many people are
familiar with the biographical sketch of Augustine of Hippo, sinner turned saint. But really to get to
know the man is a rewarding experience; the tears of his mother, the instructions of Ambrose and, most
of all, God himself speaking to him in the Scripgpg
In his day, he providentially fulfilled the office of prophet. Like Jeremiah and other greats, he was hard
-pressed but could not keep quiet. *“1 say to
more./But then it becomes like fire burning in my heart,/imprisoned in my bones; /I grow weary holding
it in,/1 cannot endure it” (Jeremiah 20:9).

August 29-Martyrdom of John the Baptist: The greatest of prophets suffered the fate of
so many Ol d Testament prophets before him: rejeg
did not hesitate to accuse the guilty, did not hesitate to speak the truth. This great religious reformer
was sent by God to prepare the people for the Messiah. His vocation was one of selfless giving. His sim-
ple style of life was one of complete detachment from earthly possessions. His heart was centered on

God and the call that he heard from the Spirit d
he had the courage to speak words of condemnation or repentance, of salvation.

The lives of the saints remind us that every saint has a past and every sinner
the future.
