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From the Paulpit 
     August 29th is the feast day of the martyrdom of John the Baptist. I have to admit, I find this story of his martyr-
dom to be rather fascinating, I suppose in part because of the total lack of insight and wisdom that ultimately led to 
a tragic end. If you recall in this story, John was imprisoned on account of Herodias because John spoke out against

Herod as a result got carried away and prom-
ised many things to the girl, even to half of his kingdom. The girl ran to her mother, asked her what she should wish

Herod responds by reluctantly granting her wish simply because of 
the many oaths he swore to her in the presence of the guests; he just did not want the embarrassment of going 
back on his word. So the girl receives John the Baptists head on a platter, and she in turn gave it to her mother.

disastrously wrong. And the worse part about it is that it all could have been avoided and should have been avoided 
if only somebody had exercised an ounce of shrewdness.   
     First of all, it was extremely foolish for Herod to promise so much to the girl, simply for a dance. Obviously, he 
was being very rash. He let his emotions take control of him. This is really a warning to us because we can all be 
swept away by our emotions and lose control if we do not practice virtue and self control in our lives. People who 
are used to getting whatever they want are people who typically are not able to restrain themselves. And as  
demonstrated by this story, it is sad to see.

fear of what others might think had control of him. Essentially his folly led him to a loss of freedom. This is why the 
Church tells us that sin enslaves us. Many people think that they are free when they can do whatever they want, 
but in truth, they are only enslaved by their passions. We are only truly free if we can do the good that we are 
meant to do. 
     But not only was Herod being foolish, the girl herself could have asked for many things, even half of a kingdom. 
But instead, she ends up asking for a head on a platter, which she in turn gave to her mother. So in other words, she 
got nothing. This story also serves as a warning that when people choose to do wrong out of an effort to please 
others, they really end up with nothing. The girl was controlled by her mother, she lacked the capacity to freely 
choose on her own the good that could have been hers. This is a tragedy that is played out in many peoples lives 
where one person is controlled by another. It is a pitfall that needs to be avoided if we are going to be free to do 
the good that we are called to do. 
     Last of all, Herodias herself, was also being foolish too. One could say that she was very cunning in her plot 
against John the Baptist. But the question is, was it really necessary? What did she really gain for her hatred? John

This too happens to people all too often when they allow their anger and hatred to get the best of them. When 
people hold on to grudges, eventually they end up destroying themselves and sometimes others in the process. 
They end up being enslaved by their emotions. 
     This story of the martyrdom of John the Baptist is really a lesson for all of us. When we forget God, and life be-
comes all about us, we can descend into this pit of foolishness and folly where we end up being controlled by our 
own passions and desires. True freedom consists in being able to do the good that we are called to do.
