From the Palllpit

Tuesday, September 8" is the feast day of the birth of the Virgin
Mary. In the words of St. Peter Damian he said, “If Solomon and the
whole people of Israel with him, celebrated such a plentiful and mag-
nificent sacrifice for the dedication of the material temple, what and
how much joy will the birth of the Virgin Mary bring to the Christian
people: For into her womb, as into a most holy temple, God de-
scended in person to receive human nature and deigned to dwell
among men visibly.” In other words, just as the ancient Jews believed
that God was present in the temple, so we as Christians realize that the
second person in the Trinity, the Son of God, the Word made flesh,
dwelled in Mary’s womb. In that sense she was that sacred temple that
held God’s presence.

September 8™ also has another importance in that it is the official
anniversary date of our parish which we are celebrating this weekend.
Having the official beginnings of our parish on this date reminds us
that Mary is an important part of our life with Christ. Just as Jesus was
born into the world through Mary by the power of the Holy Spirit, this
is the most effective way that Jesus is born into our souls, through
Mary by the power of the Holy Spirit. If we let Mary, she will lead us
to her son, our savior, Jesus Christ. Her help is invaluable in the
growth of the spiritual life. Having our beginnings on this date re-
minds us that Mary is where Jesus started his life on Earth. It reminds
us that as a Christian Catholic community, and as individuals, we need
to have Mary as a part of our spiritual life if we are serious about be-
ing like Christ because Mary was clearly an intimate part of His life.
