I’m not sure how far back this custom goes, but I do know that bless-
ing pets in particular on St. Francis’ feast day has grown in popularity in
recent years. As a result, four out of the five parishes that I have been as-
signed to as a priest have already adopted this devotional practice. And so,
because of its growing popularity, I wanted to extend the availability of it
to any and all who wanted to have their pets blessed. Therefore, this year’s
pet blessing will take place on Saturday, October 3™ at 9:30 am in front of
the church.

You may also be interested to know that the Humane Society will be
participating in this event with the idea of helping to raise awareness on
having respect for all of God’s creatures. They will also be providing treats
for at least some of the pets. | say some only because the interesting thing
about doing pet blessings is that you never know what sort of animals peo-
ple will bring. Its not always dogs and cats necessarily, some people in the
past have brought rabbits or guinea pigs, hamsters, fish, iguanas, birds or
mice to name just a few.

But in any case, I just wanted to remind you that this event is open to
the public. I am more than happy to bless whatever animals you may bring,
and I welcome you to take advantage of it. And hopefully, through this
event we will also raise some awareness that proper stewardship of all of
God’s creation is the right and moral thing to do.

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It would have been interesting to have been a fly on the wall or to have
eavesdropped in on the disciples on their journey to Capernaum. A spat broke
out among them as they disputed who among them was the greatest. Sadly we
are given no insight or steer on the criteria they applied or who was most vo-
cal in this most undignified of fracas. Given a good number of them were
fishermen, were they comparing nets, boats or their biggest catch? Was Mat-
thew boasting about the money he’d made during his time as a tax collector?
Or was the row about physical prowess, stamina or endurance (they were all
men after all). Or was it about more personal matters, and to do with family
wealth, their children, their wives? Because we will never know, it’s impossi-
ble to speculate (although good fun and an interesting exercise). There can be
little doubt, however, that the detail of the row would have been at a very low
level and clearly cast them all in very poor light indeed.

In a way, though, such incidents point to the utter reliability and authenticity
of the Scriptures because if the gospel writers were simply writing propaganda
(as they sometimes be accused) they would have sought to gloss over or cover
up this kind of embarrassing weakness and failure. Instead, their insecurity
and self-doubt are on show for all the world to see for all time.

If you want to be great - Jesus tells them and us —become the least, the
servant of all; better still take on the disposition and attitude of a child
(children and women were virtually non citizens in these ancient cultures).
This teaching is staggering - so refreshing, so radical, so alternative, so
counter nature, let alone counter cultural. There is true freedom in humility
but it will always grounded in a true knowledge of God and of self. We grow
in humility to the degree that we grow in our knowledge of God’s greatness
d g B great’ is the prayer of the humble. True humility has

-loathing or self-disgust or negative self-image, actu-
ally rather the opposite. In the light of today’s Gospel we can understand hu-
mility as a kind of spiritual science, to be studied, reflected on and then ap-
plied in our daily lives.
