ArchangelsMichael, Gabriel and Raphael

On September 29th, the Church celebrates the feast of three Archangels. The meaning of their
names is as follows:

Mi chael = “Who is |ike God”. (Dan. 10, 1
Gabri el = “God is strong”. (Dan. 8, 16
Raphael = God heals”. (Tob. 12, 15)

Angels—messengers from God—appear frequently in Scripture, but only Michael, Gabriel and
Raphael are named.

Michael appears in Daniel's vision as "the great prince" who defends Israel against its enemies;
in the Book of Revelation, he leads God's armies to final victory over the forces of evil. Devo-
tion to Michael is the oldest angelic devotion, rising in the East in the fourth century. The
Church in the West began to observe a feast honoring Michael and the angels in the fifth cen-

tury.

Gabriel also makes an appearance in Daniel's visions, announcing Michael's role in God's plan.
His best-known appearance we find in the Annunciation scene, where he meets a young Jewish
girl named Mary, who consents to bear the Messiah.

Raphael's activity is confined to the Old Testament story of Tobit. There he appears to guide
Tobit's son Tobiah through a series of fantastic adventures which lead to a threefold happy end-
ing: Tobiah's marriage to Sarah, the healing of Tobit's blindness and the restoration of the fam-

ily fortune.

Each of these archangels performs a different mission in Scripture: Michael protects; Gabriel
announces; Raphael guides.

The angels watch over us, guide us and save us from material and spiritual dangers(Ps.91,11).
They present to the Lord the prayers of the Christian community(Apoc.8,5).
They silently join us in our worship(1Cor.11,10).

In the Church it is the common belief that each one of us had an angel assigned by God, we call
them our Guardian Angels.

From our part we need to praise and thank God for the role the angels play in our Christian life.

@ospel Summary
Jesus taught his disciples two different things in today’s gospel. First, when John came
@hhim saying that someone, not one of them, was exorcizing demons in Jesus’ name,
Slenue explained that anyone who was not against them was with them. If the person
-hleyd in Jesus’ name, he would not be capable of speaking out against him. The second
teaching involved the way a person should respond to temptation. Not that Jesus pro-
posed that people inflict wounds on themselves, but to make his point clearly, he sug-
gested ridding ourselves of the parts of our bodies that lead us to sinfulness. Rather than
commit sinful acts using our hands, eyes, feet or ears, it would be better to enter heaven
without those body parts than to use them sinfully and live in eternal damnation.

Reflection for Families

Love is one of those things that grows itself. The more you give, the more it grows.
There probably is no scientific way to measure why love works that way, but we just
know it does. The same is true with the act of kindness—which in a way are the same
thing as love. Like the person exorcizing demons in Jesus’ name, the more the better.
That’s how Jesus saw it, even though disciples in their human jealousy and desire for
ownership thought the person was an intruder. Parents see this in their own lives and try
to pass it on to our children. It’s hard to be mean to someone who just said, I love you or
gave you a hug, or climbed up on your lap. As we try to get along with each other and
teach other each other to get along with siblings, friends, and classmates, we will make
significant progress by acting and reacting in kindness and love.
