You might be interested to know that over at the school, they have begun a small
prayer session at 7:45 am every morning (when there is school) where they pray a
decade of the rosary. This is being done over by the Cabana near the statue of St.
Therese and is for any of the students, faculty or parents that happen to be there and
would like to participate. I think you will agree, it is great to see our children being ex-
posed to Catholic culture and devotions.

Speaking of the rosary, this coming Wednesday is the Feast of the Holy Rosary. I
know in the past I have written about the rosary and focused mostly on its origin. But
this time [ want to focus on the rosary as family prayer.

As I am sure you all realize, the family in many ways is under attack from our secu-
larized culture. There is certainly no shortage of articles or books out there that make
mention of this. Whether you want to blame it on technology or decaying morals, the
fact of the matter is still the same: It is increasingly harder and harder to keep families
strong and intact these days. Many parents face concerns about how many negative
things their children are so easily exposed to these days, and they wonder, “How can [
instill values in my children and impress upon them a desire to follow the faith as they
grow older?”

This is why I would like to encourage all families to pray the rosary together as a
family. Pope John Paul II once said that “We need to return to the practice of family
prayer and prayer for families, continuing to use the rosary.” Why? Because family
prayer is an indispensable form of communion within a family, and the rosary in par-
ticular is a powerful form of prayer that invites the Holy Family into the life of the fam-
ily. Pope John Paul II also stated in Familiaris Consortio, “Only by praying together
with their children can a father and mother — exercising their royal priesthood — pene-
trate the innermost depths of their children’s hearts and leave an impression that future
events in their lives will not be able to efface.” Without a doubt, the rosary reinforces
the spiritual soundness and solidity of the family because it causes us to reflect on the
Gospels, it causes us to reflect on Jesus’ life, his family, his sacrifice, and our salvation.
That is why I would again encourage you to take up the rosary as a family to help you
foster love and unity and devotion to God.
