There are a couple of important events coming up soon. The first one is the Men’s
Fellowship retreat on Saturday, October 31*. This retreat is for men obviously (18 and
over), and begins with Mass at 8:30 am in the church, and will end around 3:00 pm. We
have a special guest speaker, Paco Gavrilides, flying in from Detroit to help give the
retreat. Paco is in charge of the Catholic men’s ministry in Detroit. The men’s confer-
ences that he organizes each year in Detroit typically has hundreds, if not thousands of
men who attend. So I think it is safe to say that he has experience at this sort of thing.
The retreat will cover some topics such as male spirituality, call to mission, and finding
the Lord through his Word. The cost of the retreat will be $25 and will include breakfast
and lunch. The breakfast will actually be over in the canteen and will be provided by
our year 11s in the school as part of their fundraiser for their prom. The cost of the
breakfast, which is open to everyone, is $10. But if you are registered for the men’s re-
treat, the cost of the registration will cover the breakfast. Registration forms will be
made available at church or in the office. You can return the forms and payment to me
or into the office. I'm hoping that we get a large response to this. I really believe that
this will be an inspiring and uplifting experience for those who attend. The men’s con-
ferences in the states are popular, so for all of you men out there, why not come and see
why it has so much to offer.

Another important event that is coming up is the World Wide Marriage Encounter
weekend. This Marriage Encounter weekend is a worldwide program/movement that is
being brought here to Cayman, and it is without a doubt one of the most successful and
dynamic marriage enrichment programs in the world today. Marriage Encounter is a
weekend for married couples and is designed to give them the opportunity to be alone
together and examine their lives. The emphasis of Marriage Encounter is communica-
tion between husband and wife. It’s not a marriage clinic, and I hesitate to use the term,
“retreat,” but instead the best way to describe it perhaps is that it is a unique approach
aimed at revitalizing Christian Marriage. The Marriage Encounter weekend is on the
weekend of November 6™ through the 8". There is a brochure in this week’s bulletin
that gives more information about Marriage Encounter along with the registration form.
I highly encourage you to at least read it, and see if you might be interested. If you wish
to attend, please fill out the form and return it to the office with the payment ($50,
which includes food and materials). Baby sitting service will be provided by the Singles
for Christ, free of charge! Think about it, a weekend with just your significant other
which is aimed at enriching your marriage, and you won’t even have to hire a baby sit-
ter. I am sure that it will be well worth your while to go, so don’t let this opportunity
pass by.
