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From the Paulpit 

     I would like to remind you this Sunday is “World Mission Sunday.” As a re-

sult, we will be taking up a second collection for the missions next week, the 

weekend of the 24th and 25th. As I am sure you are probably aware, World Mis-

sion Sunday is a worldwide annual Eucharistic celebration for all the missions of 

the world. The offerings collected on World Mission Sunday are destined for a 

common fund in the Pope’s name, and then it is distributed by the Society of the 

Propagation of the Faith among the missions and missionaries of the world. The 

money that is collected ends up going to places like the Caribbean, India, Philip-

pines, Latin America and Africa. 

     Sometimes we need to be reminded that our faith is an evangelical faith. All 

people in our Church are called to proclaim “the promise of life in Christ Je-

sus” (2 Tm. 1:1). This is because the message of our faith, the message of Jesus 

Christ and his saving love is too good to keep to ourselves, and because God 

wants everyone to be able to share in the joy of His life. This is a part of God’s 

plan, which we are called to take part in. Therefore it is our duty to see to it that 

we are helping, however we can, to spread the Good News of the Gospel to all 

people, whether they are friends, family, neighbors or the stranger. 

     In the words of Pope Benedict, “The goal of the Church’s mission is to illumi-

nate with the light of the Gospel all peoples journeying through history towards 

God, so that in Him they may be fully realized and accomplished. We must live 

the longing and the passion to illuminate all peoples with the light of Christ, that 

shines on the face of the Church, so that all may be gathered into the one human 

family, under God’s loving fatherhood… (And so) I ask everyone to offer as a 

credible sign of communion among the Churches, financial assistance, especially 

in these times of crisis affecting all humanity, to help the young Churches be in 

the condition to illuminate the nations with the Gospel of charity. May we be 

guided in our missionary activity by the Blessed Virgin Mary, star of the New 

Evangelization, who brought Christ into the world to be the light of the nations 

and carry salvation to the ends of the earth.”

SUNDAY REFLECTION– Mark 10: 35-45 

Gospel Summary 
Unable to shed their understanding of hierarchy, the disciples contin-

ued to wonder who would be first in Jesus' Kingdom. Some disciples 

wondered where they would sit, in what order they would enter, and 

who would be greatest. In today's gospel, Zebedee's sons, James and 

John were wondering about such things. As he had before, Jesus tried 

to get the point across that order in God's Kingdom was unlike the or-

der found in this world. In order to be first in the Kingdom of God, a 

person needed to serve others. Jesus gave the disciples an example of 

this service, but still they did not comprehend the message.  

 

Reflection for Families 
Parents are in the best position to live this gospel message in their own 

families. Parents have the most power, which makes it easy for children 

to recognize when they are being served. In simple, everyday actions, 

like getting our own drink of water, changing the television channel 

ourselves, or helping a child with his/her daily chores, children recog-

nize their parents respect and appreciate them. Children also watch 

parent's actions to see how they serve others. We all know from our 

own experiences that the person we most admire is the one who helps 

us carry our load, not the one who adds to it.  

 

Bringing the Gospel Into Your Family 
Make plans as a family to serve someone else. Think of someone you 

know whose load is heavy right now. Maybe you know an elderly per-

son in your neighborhood who might like to join you for dinner, or go 

for a ride. Perhaps there is someone sick or in a nursing home who 

would enjoy a visit from your family. Try to live this gospel on a regu-

lar basis. Each time you serve one person, think about what you will do 

next as a servant of God.
