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November 1, 2009 — All Saints Day

From the Paulpit

As | am sure you are all aware, this weekend brings us Halloween and All Saints Day, and then Monday is All
Souls Day. But do you know the origins of these days? Halloween is one of the oldest holidays with origins going
back thousands of years. The holiday we know as Halloween has had many influences from different cultures over
the centuries. From the Roman’s Pomona Day, to the Celtic festival of Samhain, to the Christian holidays of All
Saints and All Souls Days.

In ancient times, the people known as the Celts, lived in what is now Great Britain and Northern France. The Celts
worshipped nature and had many gods, with the sun god as their favorite. It was he who commanded their work and
their rest times, and who made the earth beautiful and the crops grow.

The Celts celebrated their New Year on November 1%, It was celebrated every year with a festival and marked the
end of the “season of the sun” and the beginning of the “season of darkness and cold.” The Celts believed that during
the winter, the sun god was taken prisoner by Samhain, the “Lord of the Dead and Prince of Darkness”. On the eve
before their new year (October 31), it was believed that Samhain called together all the dead people. Souls of the
dead were believed to revisit their temporal homes, hence the visible sign of ghosts and witches. The dead would also
take different forms, with the bad spirits taking the form of animals. The most evil taking the form of cats.

On October 31% after the crops were all harvested and stored for the long winter, the cooking fires in the homes
would be extinguished. The Celtic priests (druids) would meet at a hilltop in the forest and light new fires to frighten
away evil spirits and offer sacrifices of crops and animals. When the morning arrived the Druids would give an em-
ber from their fires to each family who would then take them home to start new cooking fires. These fires would keep
the homes warm and free from evil spirits.

The November 1% festival was named after Samhain. The festival would last for 3 days. Many people would pa-
rade in costumes made from the skins and heads of their animals in order to frighten off the roaming dead souls who
were believed to be searching for a new home for the year. This festival was the beginnings of what would eventually
become Halloween.

Now moving ahead to the first century, this is when the Romans invaded Britain. Naturally, the Romans brought
with them many of their festivals and customs. One of these was the festival known as Pomona Day, named for their
goddess of fruits and gardens. It was also celebrated around the 1% of November. Consequently, after hundreds of
years of Roman rule, the customs of the Celtic’s Samhain festival and the Roman Pomona Day mixed, becoming one
major holiday. Therefore, this holiday also became a celebration of the harvest. The decorations of corn stalks and
pumpkins are modern manifestations of this holiday.

The next major influence came with the spread of the new Christian religion throughout Europe and Britain. Dur-
ing the early history of Christianity, the Church at times employed a clever strategy whenever they came upon pagan
customs. Instead of trying to do away with them, they would sometimes incorporate them and put a Christian spin on
it. Therefore, when it came to pagan holidays, the Church would try to replace or reinvent the holiday with a Chris-
tian spin to help facilitate the spread of Christianity. That was the case with this holiday. In 835 AD the Roman
Catholic Church made November 1% a church holiday to honor all the saints who have gone before us into heaven.
Obviously the church figured, if this is a festival that concerns the souls of the dead, we minus well talk about the
saints who are in heaven so that people will get the message of salvation and victory over the Prince of Darkness.
Therefore, this day became known as All Saint’s Day, or Hallowmas, or All Hallows. Years later the Church would
also make November 2™ a holy day. It was called All Souls Day and was to honor all of the faithful who have died. It
was celebrated with big bonfires, parades, and people dressing up as saints, angels and devils.

The spread of Christianity however did not make people forget their early traditions. Despite resistance from
many people over the centuries, on the eve of All Hallows, Oct. 31%, people still continued to keep many of the cus-
toms from the festivals of Samhain and Pomona Day. If | may speculate, perhaps its because there is something that
people find to be psychologically healing or freeing about facing one’s fears and inhibitions (or mocking them) as
people do when they dress up and decorate on Halloween. But whatever the reason is, the practical reality is that over
the years the customs from all of these holidays just simply blended together. But because the church officially “took
over” this holiday, October 3 1* became known as All Hallow Even, eventually All Hallow’s Eve, Hallowe’en, and
then Halloween.

We
are invited today to do something we may not do in the course of our day or
indeed very often in the course of a year, and that is to pray and think about
heaven. The Church positively and actively encourages us to commemorate
and rejoice in those who have attained the beatific vision of heaven. Heaven
is our blessed hope; it is our destiny and the goal and purpose of the Chris-
tian life. We are all in pilgrimage to be with our Father in heaven. Indeed,
we begin the prayer of all prayers by proclaiming this truth, “Our Father,
who art in heaven”.

What is heaven? Heaven is the perfect life with the Holy Trinity; itis a
communion of life and love with the Trinity, with the Virgin Mary, the
angles and all the blessed. It is the ultimate end and fulfillment of the deep-
est human longings, a state of supreme and definitive happiness. St. Clem-
ent of Alexandria said: “We are made for the contemplation of heaven, and
we are in truth a heavenly plant, intended and created to come to the knowl-
edge of God.”
