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From the Paulpit 

     Remembrance Day – very important. How often do we reflect on the sacrifices people have made so 
that we could continue to live in freedom? Remembrance Day is the perfect opportunity to honor those 
who heroically gave their lives because this day commemorates the sacrifices of members of the Armed 
Forces in times of war. Many people don’t realize that Remembrance Day (originally known as Armistice 
Day) was first observed the year after the end of the First World War, which formally ended on the 11th 
hour of the 11th day of the 11th month of 1918 when the Germans signed the Armistice. Since then, it 
only seemed logical that this day should be specifically dedicated to those who were killed in war, and 
the veterans who served. 
     The poppies that you see everywhere on and around Remembrance Day is a result of a Canadian mili-
tary physician, John McCrae, who wrote a poem called, “In Flanders Fields.” The poppy emblem was 
chosen because of the poppies that bloomed across some of the worst battle fields of Flanders in WWI, 
their red color an appropriate symbol for the bloodshed of trench warfare. 
     An American YMCA Overseas War Secretaries (OWS) employee, Moina Michael, was inspired to make 
25 silk poppies based on McCrae’s poem, which she distributed to attendees of the YMCA OWS confer-
ence. She then made an effort to have the poppy adopted as a national symbol of remembrance, and 
succeeded in having the National American Legion adopt it. Soon, other people in other countries were 
inspired to do the same. Here is the poem that inspired this movement: 
 

In Flanders Fields 
 

In Flanders Fields the poppies blow 
Between the crosses, row by row, 

That mark our place; and in the sky 
The larks, still bravely singing, fly 

Scarce heard amid the guns below. 
 

We are the dead. Short days ago 
We lived, felt dawn, saw sunset glow, 

Loved, and were loved, and now we lie 
In Flanders Fields. 

 
Take up our quarrel with the foe: 

To you from failing hands we throw 
The torch; be yours to hold it high. 

If ye break faith with us who die 
We shall not sleep, though poppies grow 

In Flanders fields.
