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 From the Paulpit 

 
     A popular topic among some, and in popular culture is the end times. There are countless 

movies about it, including one coming out: 2012. Let’s face it, many people are fascinated by 

this subject. When will the world end? Will Jesus ever return to earth? Will God ever destroy 

the Earth? 

     In the past, there has been a lot of books sold telling about the ―rapture‖ during the end 

times. This is however, an incorrect understanding of the end times. The idea that ―true believ-

ers‖ are going to be spared of the tribulation by suddenly being taken up into heaven is not con-

sistent with what is in the Bible or Christian belief. Jesus wasn’t spared of tribulation and trials, 

and as Christians we can’t expect that we will be just because we are good. Not that suffering is 

in and of itself a good thing, but at the same time, our sufferings can however be used to help 

purify ourselves, or endured for the sake of another, and it can help unite ourselves to Christ’s 

sufferings. Thus, by doing so, we can share an even closer bond to Jesus and his act of salva-

tion. 

     So what will happen? It is a deeply rooted belief in our Catholic faith that Jesus will come 

again. It is mentioned in a number of scripture passages in the New Testament such as 1 Thes-

salonians 4: 15-18, or Matthew 24:3-41. At Mass, after the consecration, I say or sing: ―Let us 

proclaim the mystery of our faith.‖ And then we respond by saying or singing in these or similar 

words: ―Christ has died, Christ is risen, Christ will come again.‖ During Advent, we always 

prepare for the coming of Lord, not only for his first coming, but also with the idea that his sec-

ond coming will happen some day too. When of course, we do not know. It could be tomorrow, 

it could be a million years or more from now. But when you think about it, the question of 

―when‖ does not really matter because our lives are short to begin with. None of us knows the 

day that we will die. Therefore, we always have to be ready, we always need to be prepared to 

meet our Lord. 

     The Catechism of the Catholic Church has this to say about the ―end times:‖ ―Christ the 

Lord already reigns through the Church, but all the things of this world are not yet subjected to 

him. The triumph of Christ’s kingdom will not come about without one last assault by the  

powers of evil. On Judgment Day at the end of the world, Christ will come in glory to achieve 

the definitive triumph of good over evil …When he comes at the end of time to judge the living 

and the dead, the glorious Christ will reveal the secret disposition of hearts and will render to 

each man according to his works and according to his acceptance or refusal of grace.‖  

(CCC 680-682) 

     To sum it up, what we know is this: Jesus Christ will come again. When he does come, he 

will judge the world. And the world some day will come to an end. Exactly how this will come 

about or when, we do not know. Just don’t listen to the people who say that they know, because 

they don’t.

SUNDAY REFLECTION 
Daniel 12:1-3—This is apocalyptic writing describing the of end time. It refers to 

the resurrection of the dead and eternal life. The wise who had led others to justice 

will shine forever like the stars in the heaven. 
Hebrews 10:11-14,  18—Other earthy priests need to perform their sacrifices at the 

temple day after day: Jesus offered one sacrifice (himself), and it never has to be 

repeated. Now he sits forever in glory. 
Mark 13:24-32—Jesus describes the end of time in very dramatic terms. All kinds 

of unusual events will take place in nature. But when will this happen? No human 

beings knows; nor do angels know. Not even Jesus knows. Only Abba, God the 
Creator, knows. 

 

This Week 

   Apocalyptic literature is a symbolic, powerful style that is meant to bring hope to 

the oppressed and to warn those who oppress. It’s purpose is not so much to give 

specific predictions but to describe the future in terms that are familiar to people, 
terms that often describe glorious events of the past. Both Daniel and Mark use this 

style of literature in today’s readings. Because the end of the liturgical year is upon 

us  (a new year starts with the first Sunday of Advent; next Sunday in the feast of 
Christ the King, the  last Sunday of the year), we are hearing about the end times. In 

Hebrews, Jesus is also described in heaven as if waiting for the end. 

 

For Your Reflection 

   There is often a lot of talk and frenzy about the end of the world coming. It espe-

cially happens with certain natural phenomenon such as comets, eclipses, and meteor 

showers.  It’s important to understand that Jesus insisted we cannot know the day or 

the hour, that we cannot predict when this will happen. 

   Sometimes unusual events in the heavens are just natural phenomenon for us to 
enjoy, not to worry about. 

¶ Do you worry about the end of the world? If so , why?  If not, why not? 

¶ When you hear talk about predictions of the end time, how do you feel? Do 

you say? What do you think about? 

¶ Do you ever worry about dying? If so, why? If not, why not? 

¶ Are you interested in cosmic happenings-planet alignments, comets, stars, and 

the like? How so?
