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     From the Paulpit 
 

     Its hard to believe that it is Advent already. You know what that means, Christmas is just around the 

corner. I don’t know about you, but I’m already finished writing all my Christmas cards, they are all sent 

out, and I have already bought everyone’s Christmas gifts. Furthermore, all the decorations are done as 

well. Well ok, maybe its not all done yet, but just about. Ok, if you want to be exact, I guess you could 

say I still have a few things to do still…Alright, I haven’t even started. 

     From ancient times Christian spirituality has spoken of the problem of acedia, a Greek word which is 

usually translated as sloth or laziness. For the monks of the Egyptian desert, however, acedia was a much 

more complex spiritual phenomenon than just sloth. Acedia is a state of soul, and its symptoms are  

despondency, a darkening of the heart, lack of interest, dejection, sadness, and weariness – many of the 

things we associate with depression. 

     The Advent Season is a spiritual season of waiting, of preparation, of prayerful silence. Sadly, the 

devil whispers in our ear that waiting, preparation and silence are empty, hopeless, boring or a waste of 

time; he tempts us to acedia. And so inevitably, every year we hear about how many people are  

depressed by the holidays. 

     Often times we rush into the hectic and frantic holiday season with a million things that need to be 

done every December. But Advent proposes a very different solution. The remedy for the temptation to 

despondency and weariness of soul is not to be found in frantic noise and activity. The remedy is what 

the ancient monks called apatheia, another Greek word. Apatheia refers to the serenity of soul which 

comes when we grow in freedom from misguided wants and desires. 

     This is why the great feasts of our faith – Christmas and Easter – are preceded by Advent and Lent, 

which are meant to be seasons of serene waiting, preparation and prayerful silence. They are the “fast 

before the feast,” calling us to turn away from sin and to come closer to God. They are directed at our 

souls rather than the external glitter. 

     So how is it possible for us to live Advent today, hounded by a million things to do and surrounded by 

the commercial hype of Christmas? 

     Well for starters, the Church’s liturgy and traditions can be of great help. Why not let the Advent 

prayers and readings at Mass color our own personal prayer during the next month? On Sunday, Decem-

ber 6th starting at 1:30, we will have our annual St. Francis Xavier feast day celebration and Mass in the 

local Goan language of Konkani. All are invited to attend. 

     Starting this Monday the 30th at 7:00 pm at St. Ignatius, we will begin our Novena to the Immaculate 

Conception. This devotion will continue each night at the same time all the way through the 8th of  

December. Fr. Calloway will lead the devotion the first night of the novena. In addition to this devotion, 

we will also have a forty hours devotion in the church from Thursday night the 10 th, starting at 5:30pm 

until Saturday morning after the 8:30 Mass on the feast of Our Lady of Guadalupe. Everyone is encour-

aged to participate by spending some time in silent prayer before the Lord in the Blessed Sacrament  

during this devotion. 

     Above all, why not set aside some time in order to come to confession? To help you with this, in addi-

tion to the regular confession times on Saturday at 5:00, there will also be a communal penance service 

with individual confession and absolution that will be offered on Monday, December 14 at 7:00 pm. Be-

sides that, there will also be additional private confession times offered at 5:30 on Tuesday the 22nd, and 

at 5:30 on Wednesday the 23rd. I hope that you can make one of these times. I promise you, it will be 

good for your soul.
