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 From the Paulpit 
 

     Just a little reminder, this Tuesday, December 8th, is the solemnity of the Immaculate Con-

ception of the Blessed Virgin Mary. This is a very important feast day of the church and so you 

should go to Mass if at all possible on this day. Therefore, to accommodate as many people as 

possible, we are going to have three Masses that day. We will have the 7:00 am Mass, a 8:20 

school Mass, and a 6:00 pm Mass. Immediately after the 6:00 pm Mass we will conclude with 

the novena to the Immaculate Conception. 

     Speaking of the Immaculate Conception, many people have the misunderstanding that this 

solemnity refers to the conception of Jesus in Mary’s womb. Instead, the Immaculate Concep-

tion refers to the fact that Mary was conceived without the stain of original sin. One of the rea-

sons why we believe this is because God cannot dwell within, or be a part of anything that is 

impure. And of course, when Jesus came down from heaven, he dwelled within Mary for nine 

months before being born on Christmas Day. Our belief in Mary’s Immaculate Conception was 

confirmed in 1858 when St. Bernadette Soubirous of Lourdes had an apparition of Mary, who 

announced to St. Bernadette that she is the “Immaculate Conception.” 

     Of course, we are so incredibly lucky to have such a good and gracious mother as Mary.  

Unfortunately, many people do not know how powerful she is in helping us to come to know 

Christ in a greater way. Think about it this way, if Jesus was a part of Mary and their lives were 

so closely tied together, then it would be hard, if not impossible to know the real Jesus without 

Mary. Mary’s whole being is about bringing forth Christ to the world. She can do nothing less 

but point the way to her son, and who better to do it than her? Her spiritual guidance and protec-

tion is beyond measure. This is just one reason why we need Mary to be in our spiritual lives. 

Without a spiritual mother, we are missing something important. 

     Speaking of the birth of Jesus, Christmas is just around the corner. This is most certainly a 

season of giving and sharing. Of course everything that many of you do and give to St. Ignatius 

throughout the year is greatly appreciated and needed. However, many people do not realize 

that for every dollar received in our weekly offertory, we pay a 6% assessment tax to the Arch-

diocese of Detroit, except for the Christmas collection. The Christmas collection is the only of-

fertory we receive that is not assessed by the Archdiocese. Therefore, this is the perfect time of 

year to give a little extra. So please, when you make a donation to the Christmas collection, 

make it payable to St. Ignatius Catholic Church, and put “Christmas 2009” in the memo, or just 

use the Christmas envelope found in your packet of envelopes. Also, Christmas gifts may be 

given after January 1st, but it should be clearly marked, “Christmas 2009” donation on it. 

      Last of all, I just wanted to remind you all that next Sunday, the 13th, we are having our  

parish Christmas lunch in Loyola Hall after the 11:30 Mass. I encourage you to take part in the 

festivity, it is a great community building event. And besides, if nothing else, its free food. How 

can anyone turn down free food?
