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December 20-25, 2009 — Fourth Sunday of Advent

From the P&Ulpit

Christmas falls on a Friday this year. So how do we know that Jesus
was actually born on December 25™? Well, we don’t really. What we do
know is that the celebration of Jesus’ birth was designated on this day at
some point in the early fourth century in Rome. The most likely hypothesis
for picking this day was so as to counteract one of the pagan feast days. In
ancient Rome, December 25™ was celebrated as the birthday of the invinci-
ble or unconquered sun god which Emperor Aurelian established in 274 in
honor of the Syrian sun god. And of course, it makes sense to celebrate the
feast day of a pagan sun god on this day because December 25" is right
around the winter solstice where the days begin to get longer in the north-
ern hemisphere. But anyways, in order to counter the worship of this pagan
god in favor of Christ, the true “sun of justice,” and the “true light of the
world,” the church of Rome located the feast of Christ’s birth on this same
day.

Just as a reminder, there will be additional times for private confession
this week at St. Ignatius: Tuesday the 22" and Wednesday the 23" starting
at 5:30 pm each evening. We will be available for confession until 6:30 pm
or until all are heard.

Also, the parish offices will close on Thursday, December 24™ at noon
and will not reopen until Tuesday the 29" of December. The offices will
again close on Thursday, December 31* at noon, and will not reopen again
until next year, (actually, it won’t reopen until the next decade), on Monday
the fourth of January. May you all have a blessed Christmas and a Happy
New Year.
