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From the Paulpit 
 

     Most active Catholics know that on New Years Day, January 1st, we celebrate the solemnity of 

Mary, Mother of God. But many people don’t know that the following day, January 2nd is a feast day of 

the church that celebrates one of the four great doctors of the Eastern Church: St. Basil the Great. I 

suppose the feast day of this saint has added meaning for me because St. Basil the Great, is the name-

sake of the previous parish that I was pastor of. Therefore, I thought I would write what I know about 

the saint so that you too might have a little knowledge and appreciation of him. 

     First of all, Basil was born at Caesarea, in Asia Minor (modern day Turkey), in the year 329. His 

father and mother were nobles. Basil was one of ten children. Three of his siblings, along with himself 

and both of his parents all became canonized saints. Now think about that for a minute. How would 

you like to grow up in that family, huh? I would think that it would be especially hard trying to get 

away with blaming anything on your brothers and sisters wouldn’t it? 

     But anyways, going back to St. Basil, he went to school in Constantinople (Now called Istanbul) 

and then in Athens where he roomed with a friend, St. Gregory Nazianzen. The two friends both even-

tually became great scholars, theologians and bishops. Basil went on to open a school of oratory and 

practiced law in Caesarea. He was such an eloquent speaker that many people came to hear him speak 

in public. Basil however, found that he became tempted with thoughts of pride. As a result he decided, 

with the help of his older sister, St. Macrina, to sell all his goods, give his money to the poor and be-

come a monk. Basil then visited the monks who lived in the desert, and then founded several monaster-

ies himself. As a monk, Basil wrote a shorter and a longer Rule for his brothers that, along with St. 

Benedict, helped shape western monasticism for centuries to come as well as influencing the course of 

the monastic way in the East. Unlike the individualistic hermits of the eastern desert, Basil insisted that 

monks share in community life. The purpose of monasticism, he taught, was to help monks find salva-

tion by loving one another. 

     Basil eventually became the Archbishop of Caesarea. As bishop he effectively opposed the Arian 

heresy that was rampant in his day. The Arian heresy stated that Jesus was simply a man and not in any 

way divine. Now you might think that doesn’t sound very important, but on the contrary it is. This be-

lief has huge ramifications on our theology, what we believe to be true about God and mankind, and 

the question of our salvation. After all, how could Jesus have saved all of mankind from sin and death 

if he was a man only, and not God? These beliefs affect how we view the world and how we choose to 

live our lives. When it comes down to it, if we all became Arians, our religion would probably end up 

being not be very distinguishable from Islam. Basil’s defense and explanation of the faith helped him to 

earn the title as being one of the four great doctors of the faith in the Eastern Church. 

     Basil also taught a “social” Catholicism, building on his conviction that mutual love is the essence 

of Christianity. And he lived it. As bishop, for example, he personally manned a soup kitchen, cared for 

reformed prostitutes and thieves, and staffed a hospital complex for the people of Caesarea. Unfortu-

nately, Basil suffered a long time from poor health, in particular he endured a serious stomach ailment. 

As a result, he died on January 1, 379, at the age of forty-nine.
