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From the Paulpit 

     Many people think that the Christmas season ends with the celebration of 

Epiphany. But actually, the Christmas season doesn’t officially end until the fol-

lowing week with the celebration of the Baptism of the Lord. And so with Christ-

mas now officially ending, that means it won’t be long before we have to turn 

our attention towards Lent.  

     This Lent we are going to offer something special for your spiritual enrich-

ment: We are going to do a mission trip to Jamaica with the Missionaries of the 

Poor (MOP). I will be leading a group from here, and we will serve the poor and 

sick in the MOP homes in Kingston. This will be a weekend trip. We will leave 

Friday morning the 5th of March and return Sunday night the 7th of March. We 

will also be staying at the brothers homes there in Kingston, unless something 

unforeseen arises and we need to make other arrangements.  

     I encourage you to give this some consideration and take it to prayer. When 

you do something to serve the poor and sick, it does wonders for the soul and 

helps put life into proper perspective. During Lent we are called to fast, pray and 

give alms in preparation for Easter. This mission trip will be an excellent way to 

engage in that Lenten journey that leads us towards the saving events we cele-

brate during the Triduum. Registration forms will be available in next week’s 

bulletin. You can turn those forms into me or at the parish office, or you can sign 

up for the mission trip at the parish office during regular business hours. We will 

purchase the airline tickets as long as you sign up by the 12th of February, but we 

do ask that you pay for your roundtrip airfare. Again, I hope that you will be able 

to join me on this inspiring mission trip. 

     The first Sunday of the month is normally the day that we do coffee and 

donuts at St. Ignatius. But the first Sunday in February, February 7th, we have 

something way better planned. On February 7th, our Catholic Men’s Fellowship 

will be sponsoring a parish bar-b-que/picnic at Public Beach. All parishioners at 

St. Ignatius and Christ the Redeemer are welcome and encouraged to attend. The 

festivities will officially begin at 1:00 pm. There will be games, activities and 

plenty of food and fellowship. There is more information about it in this week’s 

bulletin insert. So please put this one on your calendar and don’t miss out on all 

the fun.

SUNDAY REFLECTION– Baptism of the Lord 
   Jesus’ baptism in the Jordan River presents an opportunity for us to re-

flect on the gift of our own baptism. Most of us received this sacrament as 

infants and can remember nothing of the day itself. Those blessed to be 

received into the Church as adults will have the memory of the occasion to 

encourage them into a constant recovery of this most precious and wonder-

ful pf sacraments, which we know as the very gateway into the Christian 

life. 

   Paul, who unpacks the mystery of baptism more than any other Bible 

write, focuses on this subject in Romans 6:1-14. He explains that baptism 

is first and foremost a baptism into Jesus’ death: or don’t you know that all 

of us who were baptized into Christ Jesus were baptized into his death? 

(v.3 NIV). What does this mean though? Look at the next verse: “We were 

therefore buried with him through baptism into death in order that, just as 

Christ raised from the dead… we too may live a new life’ (v. 4 NIV). In 

and through our baptism a death occurs: our death, our burial, our demise, 

if you like. In and through our baptism our old, sinful nature dies, this is 

what is buried, this is what dies. What is raised up to new life is a new 

humanity, a new creation, a new human being. Baptism changes us from 

one kind of human being into another. In and through baptism death and 

sin no longer are our masters (see v. 9) 

   Yet, deep down, we know that at times sin and death still seem to have 

free reign in our heart. The Scriptures may tell us we are dead to sin and 

alive to God but we may well feel this is far from the case! This is, how-

ever,  where we are called to live by faith and not by feelings. Paul shows 

us what we are to do: ‘count yourselves dead to sin but alive to God in 

Christ Jesus’ (v. 11 NIV). This involves proactive effort on our part, first in 

refusing to allow sin to reign in our lives. (v.12) and second in offering our 

whole selves to God (v. 13), conscious that God’s grace and God’s Holy 

Spirit are at work in our lives.  

If anyone is in Christ, he is a new creation; the old has gone, the new has 

come! (2 Cor. 5:17 NIV)
