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February 7, 2010 — Fifth Sunday in Ordinary Time

The Miraculous Catch of Fish
(Luke 5:1-11)

"We worked hard all night and caught nothing," said Peter in today's
Gospel reading. Peter was quite often at the end of his resources. He had
given up everything to follow Jesus. It didn’t matter that all he gave up was
a boat and a few nets; it was everything he had. It is not these (or any mate-
rial possession) that would hold him back, but his reliance on them. He had
had the courage to come to the end of his resources. Later he would be
dragged even further beyond. The man he followed would be killed, and
having nothing else to do he would go back to fishing; but that terrible night
too he would catch nothing (Jn 21:3). He would be without a past and with-
out a future.

Peter is called in three challenges:

First, to share his boat with Jesus, then to cast his nets into the deep, and
finally to accept the abundance of his catch in spite of his sinfulness.
Getting into the boat with Peter, Jesus asked him to put out a short distance
from the shore. Then Jesus dares Peter to cast his net into the deep. Peter
obeys as did Abraham, Moses, and Isaiah when the word of God came to
them.

The abundance of the catch unveils the mission and mystery of the church,
the New people, Jesus is calling forth. Jesus has come to catch people in
the net of God’s merciful love that they may be born together into a new
life of joy and freedom. Peter and his partners are struck dumb with amaze-
ment and fear of the power that is the burning bush in the person of Jesus.
He is transforming them. Peter’s converted heart is awakened to the joy of
self abandonment. In freedom he and his partners leave all to follow him.

How important it is to come to the end of your resources!
When we surrender to Jesus in faith like Peter, we too can experience

miraculous results.
