     This Lent, as always, we have a number of things going on. First of all there is the 
World Famous Fish Fry on Fridays during Lent from 5:00 pm to 8:00 pm in our school 
canteen/cafeteria (Who says there isn’t a difference between British and American 
English?).

The 
proceeds for the fish fry will go to a very worthy cause: It will help fund our Youth 
Group’s pilgrimage to World Youth Day in Madrid, Spain next year. Also on Friday eve-
nings, at 5:15 pm, we will have stations of the cross in the church prior to the 6 pm 
Mass.

The theme of this 
Day of Recollection will be: “Jesus, the Life of the World.” Look for sign up forms in the 
bulletin in the weeks to come. I hope you can make some or all of the additional things 
that we have planned this Lent.
