The other registration folder that will go out on the table is the Rosa Mystica Folder. With this
registration form, you can sign up to have the statue of Rosa Mystica in your home for a two week
period. The Rosa Mystica is a pilgrim statue which originates from Montichari, Italy. When you
open your heart and home to Our Blessed Mother and offer her daily prayers, your home is bound
to grow closer to Jesus Christ, and thus be blessed in a special way.

I would like to encourage you to think about trying out one of these devotions and having the
statue in your home for one to two weeks. One of the main reasons why is this: Doing such things
in the home encourages family prayer. So often people come to church and they pray there, but
how much praying is going on outside the church doors? How much praying goes on at home?

It just seems like we are so busy these days and there are so many different options and distrac-
tions available that everyone even within the same household ends up doing their own thing apart
from everyone else. And yet family prayer is probably one of the best things that parents, hus-
bands and wives can do to help strengthen the family and their marriage.
