This week there are two popular saint feast days coming up: St. Patrick
and St. Joseph. It is interesting to note that St. Joseph’s feast day is actually
a solemnity, which makes this a high ranking feast day. About the only
days that have greater importance would be Easter, Christmas, Holy Week
and Sundays during Christmas, Advent, Lent and Easter. St. Patrick’s feast
day on the other hand is simply an optional memorial. | sometimes will kid
those of Irish decent and say, “Well, I don’t really have to celebrate the
Mass in honor of St. Patrick on his feast day because it is optional.” But in
reality despite the “rank” of its feast day in the liturgical calendar, I must
admit that St. Patrick is a very important saint. His contribution towards
converting the Irish to Christianity was enormous. And when you look at
history, the Irish have played a big role in the development of the Catholic
church around the world over the years. This is particularly true for the
United States.

Of course St. Joseph, the husband of the Virgin Mary, had a big role to
play in Jesus’ early life. He was the one whom God entrusted to guide and
protect His Son and the mother of His Son. As a result, St. Joseph is no
“ordinary” saint (if there is such a thing), he is especially worthy of being
held in high regard because of the role that God entrusted to him that he
faithfully carried out in his life.

In case you missed out on our Communal Penance Service last Monday,
there is no need to fret or worry. Fr. Alex and I will still be hearing confes-
sions every Saturday at 5:00 (not including Holy Saturday), and we are also
adding on some additional times during Holy Week for private Confession
before Easter as well. The additional times are: Monday the 29" from 5:30
pm until 6:30 pm. Tuesday the 30" from 12 noon until 1:00 pm, and from
5:30 pm until 6:30 pm. And finally, Wednesday the 31 from 5:30 pm until
all are heard. Just so that you know, if you wait until Wednesday, that is
when you will more likely see the longest lines at the confessional.

P.S. The Day of Recollection has been moved back one week to the 27"
of March.
