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 From the Paulpit 

 
      I have some really good news that I’m sure you will be delighted to hear. We 
are finally beginning the construction of the church in Cayman Brac. I know that 
our Catholic brethren who live on Cayman Brac are very happy about it, seeing 
that now it isn’t just talk anymore, but that the actual building of this church is 
really happening. The dream is truly becoming a reality.  
     Of course, even though we are beginning construction, that doesn’t mean 
that we are finished fundraising.  We have the construction broken down into 
two phases: Phase one is to build the church, and phase two is to finish the rec-
tory. It is my hope that once the rectory is built, we will be able to attract some 
retired priests to come down and help so that Sunday Mass will be available 
each week, rather than just once a month. For phase one, we have raised over 
80% of the money, but we still need another $110,000 C.I. Also, we have not 
raised the money yet for phase two, which at this point looks to be about 
$120,000 C.I. For now we are just focusing on phase one. We won’t begin phase 
two until phase one is paid for and not until we have some money for phase 
two set aside. As a result, we will soon be reinitiating our fund raising efforts, so 
there will be ample opportunity to buy for example a window or a door for the 
church. More information on this will be coming in the weeks ahead, so don’t 
worry, you will definitely be hearing more about it. 
 
      By popular demand, next week on Saturday the 27th, we are going to have 
our Day of Recollection in the church at St. Ignatius. It will start with Mass at 
8:30 am and it will go until about 2:30 pm. The theme this year is: “Jesus, Life of 
the World”. Just like last year, there will be three talks given by engaging speak-
ers centered around the theme, we will provide some sandwiches and soup for 
lunch, and there will be ample time for discussion after the talks. All are wel-
come and encouraged to attend.
