From the Paulpit 
 
      As many of you know, the five tenors are (were) here this Friday and Saturday night to raise money 
for the Missionaries of the Poor (MOP). We are also privileged to have Fr. Ho Lung, the founder of MOP, 
here visiting us this weekend. I am quite happy that he will be helping out with one of our masses. If you 
are not familiar with MOP, they are a religious order that is dedicated to helping the poorest of the 
poor. Their monasteries are located in places like Kingston, Jamaica, the Philippines, and Uganda. Earlier 
this month I traveled to Jamaica with a group of ten from this parish to help out the Missionaries of the 
Poor. We visited the homes they operate in Kingston, where they are caring for destitute persons includ-
ing the abandoned sick, disabled or dying men, women, infants and children. We also visited their re-
treat center in the mountains. While visiting these places we of course also participated in the work of 
the religious brothers and their liturgies.  
     When one goes and visits such a place where the poorest of the poor are being served, most people 
naturally feel a little apprehensive at first, and I certainly was no different. Even though I had visited the 
Missionaries of Charity before in Calcutta, it still is a powerful experience that affects you. And one of 
the things that affected me most was that I couldn’t help but notice that I was in a totally different 
world, totally different environment altogether compared to the one that I know and live in from day to 
day. And yet it was that stark contrast that drew me in. It is that stark contrast that helps one to see life 
from a different perspective.  
     After we arrived, it didn’t take us long to delve into the ministry of service. The first thing they had me 
do was feed a disabled man his lunch. It might seem like a small task, but in reality, to be able to exercise 
this form of charity for another is really quite rewarding. It is a refreshing feeling actually, being on the 
giving side of things. I also spent some time talking to some of the residents as well. And while interact-
ing with them, I couldn’t help but notice that even though I was a stranger, it didn’t seem to matter to 
them, they were very open to my presence. I guess because in the end, people don’t just hunger and 
thirst for food and water, people also hunger for some attention, for love, for acceptance. This certainly 
was especially true of the children that we visited, it was an incredible thing to see that not only did they 
like the novelty of having someone new coming to see them, but some of them would actually grab onto 
you and not let you go.  
     Experiencing this helped me realize something. When you visit a place like the MOP, on the surface 
you might see poverty, you may see suffering, but when you go deeper you find that the walls and barri-
ers that we put up between each other are broken down so that what is left is our own humanity. I saw 
this most dramatically during the liturgies when the community got together to pray and worship. There 
was a real sense of joy and belonging.  
     All of us who went on the Mission Trip got something valuable out of it. I would recommend visiting 
the brothers to anybody who wants to be challenged and to grow in their faith. If nothing else, the Mis-
sionaries of the Poor are definitely a charitable order that are worth supporting. They do a lot of good 
around the world for the poorest of the poor.

Isaiah 50:4-7 —Suffering can increase compassion, violence is
