From the P&Ulpit

“Christ is risen! He has burst open the gates of hell and let the dead go
free; he has renewed the earth through the members of his Church now
born again in baptism, and has made it blossom afresh with men and
women brought back to life. His Holy Spirit has unlocked the doors of
heaven, which stand wide open to receive those who rise up from the earth.
Because of Christ’s resurrection the thief ascends to paradise, the bodies of
the blessed enter the holy city, and the dead are restored to the company of
the living; there is an upward movement in the whole of creation, each ele-
ment raising itself to something higher. We see the underworld restoring its
victims to the upper regions, earth sending its buried dead to heaven, and
heaven presenting the new arrivals to the Lord. In one and the same move-
ment, our Savior’s passion raises men and women from the depths, lifts
them up from the earth, and sets them in the heights. Christ is risen! His ris-
ing brings life to the dead, forgiveness to sinners, and glory to the saints.
Rejoice and be glad on this day which the Lord has made.” — Maximus of
Turin.

Next Sunday, April 11" — the second Sunday of Easter, is also known as
Divine Mercy Sunday. On this day we will be doing baptisms again after
not having them during Lent, and so we have quite a few lined up at 1:00
pm. But after the baptisms, we will be doing our Divine Mercy devotion.
The origins of this day began with Sister Maria Faustina Kowalska who
was canonized a saint by Pope John Paul II. According to the private reve-
lations made to her by Christ, this first Sunday after Easter is to be ob-
served as a great “Feast of Mercy.” Many graces and mercy is promised to
those who do this devotion on Divine Mercy Sunday. All that is required is
that you make your confession beforehand, receive the Eucharist that Sun-
day, and then attend the devotion if possible. Here at St. Ignatius, we will
begin the Divine Mercy devotion at 2:30 pm, which will include a Holy
Hour in front of the Blessed Sacrament, and will conclude around 3:15 pm.
This is a beautiful devotion that is good for the soul and worth your while
to attend. Therefore, | encourage you to come if you can.
