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Feast of Divine Mercy 
 

 Today, the eighth day of Easter is the Feast of Divine Mercy. On Feb 22, 1931 our Lord 
appeared to a sister in Poland, now known as Saint Faustina. 
 All this explains the picture of Divine Mercy which is especially venerated on the 
Feast of Mercy, the Octave Day of Easter, the day on which the Lord showed his wounds 
to Thomas and to all of us. When our Blessed Lord appeared to Saint Faustina on Feb 22, 
1931, he showed himself to her as he now appears in the picture of Divine Mercy, which 
he asked her to paint. 
 Saint  Faustina writes, “In the evening, when I was in my cell, I became aware of 
the Lord Jesus clothed in a white garment. One hand was raised in blessing, the other was 
touching the garment at his breast. From the opening in the garment at the breast, there 
came forth two large rays, one red and the other pale. In silence I gazed intently at the 
Lord; my soul was overwhelmed with fear, but also with great joy.” 
 Later on our Lord explained the meaning of this image which he asked her to paint: 
 “The pale ray stands for the water which makes souls righteous; the red ray stands 
for the Blood which is the life of souls. Those two rays issued forth from the depths of my 
most tender Mercy at that time when my agonizing Heart was opened by a lance on the 
cross.” 
 Our Lord said to Saint Faustina, “I want this image to be solemnly blessed on the 
first Sunday after Easter; that Sunday is to be the Feast of Mercy. On that day, the depths 
of my mercy will be open to all. Whoever will go to confession and Holy Communion on 
that day will receive complete forgiveness of sin and punishment. Mankind will not enjoy 
peace until it turns with confidence to my mercy.” 
 Jesus also directed Saint Faustina to put the words, “Jesus I trust in you” at the 
foot of this image. 
 How should we celebrate the Feast of Mercy? By boldly asking the merciful Jesus 
to send forth from his mercy a great flood of grace for ourselves and for the whole world. 
In showing his wounds to Thomas and to us on this eighth day of Easter, Jesus ex-
pects a response. What shall our response be to this revelation of divine mercy? 
 In saying, “My Lord and my God,” Thomas made a perfect act of faith and trust. He 
entrusted himself totally to his Lord and God. His words, “My Lord and my God” are an-
other way of saying, “Jesus, I trust in you.” And, of course, in entrusting himself entirely to 
Jesus, Thomas accepted the mission to bring the Lord’s mercy and forgiveness to the 
world: “Whose sins you shall forgive shall be forgiven.” 
 We too on this eighth day of Easter, this Feast of Mercy, should make the firm de-
cision, like Thomas, to put our trust in Jesus, and to be merciful. We who receive mercy 
must bestow mercy. “Blessed are the merciful, for they shall obtain mercy.” To be com-
pletely reconciled with God, we have to be reconciled with one another, showing mercy 
above all by forgiving from our heart all who have wounded us. Jesus, I trust in you! My 
Lord and my God! Forgive us our trespasses, as we forgive those who trespass against 
us!
