    In this Sunday’s readings we hear Jesus tell Peter to “Feed my sheep”. Clearly, this is the 
mandate to Peter, the first Pope: To teach the truth and care for God’s people. The bishops 
and priests of course also share in this task. But in reality, it doesn’t stop there. For us Chris-
tians, anytime we have responsibility over another, we are to care for and teach or commu-
nicate God’s love to them. And even if no one is under our care, we still have the responsi-
bility to ourselves, to make sure that we are seeking out the spiritual nourishment that we 
need so that we may be fed. So in other words, when it comes to our faith and spiritual 
lives, we are all charged with important responsibilities. 
     In the words of the late Pope John Paul II, he said, “It is essential for us to understand 
that Jesus has a specific task in life for each and every one of us. Each one of us is hand-
picked, called by name – by Jesus! There is no one among us who does not have a divine 
vocation! First and foremost, God has called us into existence. He has called us to be! He 
has called us, through his Son Jesus Christ, to a knowledge of himself as our loving Father. 
He has called us to be his children! He has called us to fulfill his eternal plan in our individ-
ual lives, with Jesus as our guide. He has called us to be co-heirs with Jesus of his heavenly 
Kingdom! What God our Father is offering us through his Son is a new life as his real chil-
dren, with Jesus for our brother; a pressing call to live, to love, to labor for the coming of his 
Kingdom.” 
     There are so many ways that we can go about living out this call. One way of course is to 
make sure that we know our faith and our church well enough so that we can knowledgably 
and lovingly speak of it, not only to our children, but also whenever the situation arises. Af-
ter all, part of our calling is to evangelize, to share the light of Christ, and it is much more 
difficult to share something when you don’t know what it is you’re sharing. Another way is 
to involve yourself in the many service projects available here at church. On May 1st people 
from our parish our going to be putting in some service hours in conjunction with the “Do 
Something Cayman” project. We are going to be cooking and delivering meals to the home-
bound that day. We are going to be working at the Bonaventure Boys Home, painting, re-
tiling, landscaping and so forth. Perhaps you can put in some time that day helping out in 
one of these areas.
