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From the Paulpit 

 
     The month of May is commonly known in the Catholic Church as being dedicated to 

the Blessed Virgin Mary. During this month we remember and give thanks to our  

mothers, and of course as a result, we should also be mindful and give thanks to Mary 

our Mother as well. It is appropriate then that the month ends with the feast day of the 

visitation of the Blessed Virgin Mary. This story is in part a story about motherhood. 

This feast (which we will be celebrating this Monday) recalls the Gospel story where 

Mary goes to visit her cousin Elizabeth, and in this Gospel story, both women who are 

with child in miraculous circumstances, give witness to the joy and privilege of mother-

hood and of faithfully serving God.  

     But it is Mary’s faithfulness to God in particular that is especially relevant to us be-

cause her “Yes” to God was clearly the most important and decisive answer ever uttered 

by one of God’s creatures for as long as time shall last. Without that “Yes,” there would 

be no conception and birth of the eternal Word, and no fulfillment of God’s plan for our 

redemption. As a result, you and I are caught up in that “Yes” that Mary gave. Not only 

do we reap the benefits of that answer, but we too must now imitate it in our lives. 

     But what does that “yes” entail? According to Bishop Blair, the bishop of the diocese 

of Toledo, he says that that “yes” is “Yes to the gift of life, yes to God in Christ, yes to 

our Catholic faith, to what the church believes and teaches… Our “yes” to God only be-

comes fully mature when we understand, like Mary, that what God wants of us is in-

tensely personal. Each of us has a unique vocation and mission from Him: a vocation and 

mission to be someone and to accomplish something in this world. What God wants is 

our “yes” to the vocation and mission he wills for our salvation and our part in the salva-

tion of the world.” 

     In other words, we are called to imitate Mary’s example of holiness. One way of  

describing holiness is that it is an attribute that allows a person to be perfected by God, 

who cooperates with God, who says “yes” to God. This is the highest calling in the 

church, the call to holiness. This is what all of us are called to be. This is what we are to 

strive for. This cooperation with God necessarily means inviting God’s love in, and 

freely giving it out without cost. That is what the motherhood of Mary should inspire us 

to do. That is why we come to her this month in particular and seek her help so that we 

may more faithfully participate in that “yes” to God.
