From the P&Ulpit

As many of you know, I was in the Philippines last month. It was my first time there and it was an
enjoyable experience, and an educational one as well. Their public transportation system for example
included jeepneys and trikes, vehicles we don’t normally see here or in the states, but they were
everywhere in the Philippines. A jeepney is like a small bus, but instead of seats, it has two benches
along each side of the bus so that the people are seated facing sideways instead of towards the front of
the bus. A trike is a small motorized vehicle on three wheels that can only fit a couple of passengers,
and is the most common taxi service available. | did ride in a trike one time while | was there. | am
glad that I didn’t have to share it with anyone, it would have been a very tight fit. For those of you
from India, the trike is something like an autorickshaw.

One thing I didn’t realize when I went there is that Filipinos have a penchant for exotic foods. My
first night there I was told that I haven’t been to the Philippines unless I ate balut. So I tried one, even
after they explained to me what it was that | was about to eat. Come to find out later on, balut was one
of the things that people were dared to eat on an episode of ‘Fear Factor.” Now I truly didn’t think that
I was being that daring, and actually, it wasn’t so bad. Everyone ought to have the experience of try-
ing one. If you don’t already know what balut is, you should ask someone you know from the Philip-
pines, it’s a good conversation starter.

I also found the history of the Philippines to be rather interesting. Their history is unlike that of
other Asian countries. When you speak of Filipino history, much of what you get does not go before
the 16" century. It is clear that they have been heavily influenced by Oriental, Spanish and American
culture. And it was fascinating to hear them when they speak because in their typical conversations,
they would alternate between their native tongue, Tagalog, and English.

But what | was most interested in of all was their churches. As you know, unlike the other Asian
countries, the Philippines are predominantly Catholic, and their culture reflects that. Many of the
churches that I visited were built or founded somewhere between the 16" and 18" centuries. Many of
them were large, beautiful churches built in the Neo-Romanesque or Baroque style. | found myself
wishing that we had more churches like that back where I’'m from in Michigan. [ was especially privi-
leged to be there for the feast day of the parish of Our Lady of the Abandoned in Marikina City (near
Manila). It was their 320" anniversary. As part of the celebration they had ladies dressed up in tradi-
tional dresses who performed a dance, and then at the end of the dance, threw flower petals around
the church. After the Mass, there was a procession with a huge statue of Mary (Our Lady of the Aban-
doned) on a float. As we left the church, there was fireworks, flower petal-confetti, and people with
lighted candles. We then proceeded to process through the streets of town, praying the rosary. It was
definitely a spiritual moment. | certainly learned some things from the strong devotional life that |
witnessed. Without a doubt, | am sure that their devotional life has helped many people to go deeper
into their faith, which has helped to make catholicism a part of their culture, thus a part of their lives.
It was a great thing to see and experience, and just as a thought, perhaps we too can learn to imitate in
a greater way that devotional aspect of our faith so as to help us grow closer to God.

To sum it up, the Philippines is a beautiful country filled with beautiful people who are strong in
the Catholic faith. | am glad | got to experience it and would encourage anyone who wanted to, to do
so as well.
