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June 27, 2010— Thirteenth Sunday in Ordinary Time

Although it is ordinary times, this week is still a rather significant one in the liturgical
year because we are celebrating the feast day of three apostles. On Tuesday the 29"
we are celebrating the solemnity of Saints Peter and Paul. And on Saturday the third of
July we are celebrating the feast day of St. Thomas the apostle.

Both St. Peter and St. Paul of course were martyred in Rome. St. Peter died around
64 A.D. under Emperor Nero, and was hung on the cross upside down. St. Peter re-
guested that he be hung upside down, as he did not feel worthy to die in the same way
that Jesus died. St. Paul was martyred in Rome about three years later. He was be-
headed, which is why he is sometimes pictured with a sword. Being beheaded is a much
more humane way of being killed compared to dying on a cross. St. Paul had the privi-
lege of being martyred in this manner because he was a Roman citizen.

St. Thomas the Apostle was also martyred, but not in Rome. He went in the other
direction to India. One popular legend suggests that the apostles drew lots to see who
would go to India. St. Thomas lost, or won, depending upon your point of view. Histori-
cally speaking, it is clear that there was a lot of trade between the Roman Empire and
south India during the first century. Large hoards of Roman coins of 1* century Caesars
have been found along the Malabar coast in addition to remains of Roman trading posts
and Jewish settlements near the trading posts. So the idea of St. Thomas going to India
isn’t just | egend, it is entirely fe
the church in first century India. St. Thomas going to India is also mentioned in the Di-
dache, a church document that is dated at the end of the 1% century, along with a num-
ber of other early church documents suggesting the same.

One story about Thomas mission to India states that he converted 17,000 people
along the Malabar coast in what is today known as Kerala, and established seven
churches. He then traveled overland to the eastern Coromandel coast near present day
Chennai The Brahmins, who were the

Chennai at the Basilica of St. Thomas the Apostle. It is one of only three Basilicas in the
world built over the tomb of an apostle. The other two being St. James the Greater in
Santiago de Compostela, Spain, and St. Peters in Rome.
