      This Monday of course is Constitution Day, it marks the Cayman Island’s first written 
constitution which came into being on 4 July, 1959. July 4 also reminds me of another holi-
day that is celebrated in the United States – Independence Day. This day commemorates 
the adoption of the declaration of independence on July 4, 1776 from the kingdom of Great 
Britain. A lot of people don’t know this, but the legal separation of the American colonies 
from Great Britain actually occurred on July 2, 1776 when the Second Continental Congress 
which met in Philadelphia, voted to approve a resolution of independence that had been 
proposed in June by Richard Henry Lee of Virginia. After voting for independence, Congress 
turned its attention to the Declaration of Independence, a statement explaining this deci-
sion, which had been prepared by a committee of five, with Thomas Jefferson as its princi-
pal author. Congress debated and revised the Declaration, finally approving it on July 4th. As 
a result, Americans celebrate their independence on July 4th, the date shown on the Decla-
ration of Independence, rather than July 2nd, the date that the resolution of independence 
was passed. 
     Of course we can’t also forget another important date this time of year, July 1st. This day 
is known in Canada as Canada Day. Canada Day commemorates its creation of the Domin-
ion of Canada. On 1 July 1867, the British North American Act established “One Dominion 
under the name of Canada” dividing it into four provinces named Ontario, Quebec, Nova 
Scotia and New Brunswick. Today there are now ten provinces and three territories that 
make up Canada. 
     All this talk of constitutions and independence reminds us of a very important value that 
has taken hold in the west: Liberty and freedom. Liberty and freedom is something that we 
all cherish, and yet it can sometimes be taken for granted because most of us have had it all 
our lives. There are still many people in the world that do not have the liberty and freedom 
that we enjoy here in Cayman. There are many people who for example do not have the 
freedom of religion, the right to freely assemble and worship as they please. One statistic I 
heard is that 70% of the world’s population does not have this right. This is why we can’t 
take for granted what we have. If we lose appreciation for our freedom and liberty, it can 
slowly, bit by bit, be taken away from us. That is why our freedom and liberty needs to be 
celebrated and defended. When we truly appreciate what we have, its then that we can 
make full use of these blessings in our lives and do the good that we are meant to do. It is 
then that together we can build a truly just and noble society.

The harvest master needs workers for the harvest. There are so few workers that the task seems 

impossible. But Jesus sends out the seventy-two disciples, in pairs, with confidence. They return 

in jubilation, welcomed by Jesus with open arms, the way Isaiah describes the welcoming and 

return to Jerusalem. They seem to do the impossible. But like Paul, they are clearly marked as 

followers of Jesus, and perhaps, like Paul, they have a few scars to show for it. .

     

For Your Reflection...   

We don't know their names, but we know that three dozen pairs-thirty-six partnerships-set out on 

this adventure, not knowing what to expect. They took no suitcases, no supplies, no map, and 

they had no plan. Yet they trusted Jesus, and they went because the harvest was ready and there 

weren't many workers. Jesus needed them. 

Would you have gone on such a journey if you had been around in those days with Jesus and he 

asked you to? Why or why not? 

If you wanted to go on a mission trip with a church group that had the same expectations as this 

trip with the seventy-two-no luggage, no plan, no supplies, and the like-would your parents let 

you go? Why or why not? 

Would you be willing to do it as an adult? Why or why not? 

Do Jesus' instructions for the seventy-two disciples have any meaning for your life journey? 

These seventy-two followers seemed to "do the impossible." They had a mission, they had 

confidence, and they succeeded. 

Have you ever attempted to do the impossible? What happened? Were you successful? What did 

others think?
