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From the Paulpit 

 

      This Thursday, July 15th, is the feast day of a couple of saints who have interest-
ing stories. First, St. Bonaventure – he was born in 1221 at Bagnorea in Tuscany,  
Italy. He received the name of Bonaventure when, as a small child he was danger-
ously ill, and so his mother pleaded with St. Francis of Assisi to pray over him. St. 
Francis, foreseeing the future greatness of the small child cried out, “O Buona ven-
tura”, which means: O good fortune. 
     St. Bonaventure went on to enter the Franciscan Order at the age of 22, and was 
then sent to Paris to complete his studies. It was there that he became a close friend 
to the great St. Thomas Aquinas, where the both of them received the degree of 
Doctor. St. Bonaventure became the General of his Order, wrote a biography on St. 
Francis of Assisi, and other spiritual works. He also became later in life, Cardinal and 
Bishop of Albano. He died while he was assisting at the Second Council of Lyons on 
July 15, 1274, which interestingly enough, St. Thomas Aquinas also died three 
months earlier while traveling to the council in Lyons. St. Bonaventure is also known 
as the ‘Seraphic Doctor’ because it was said of him that his love of God was so evi-
dent in his writings that it seemed to parallel those who stood nearest to the throne 
of God. 
     The other saint whose feast day is on the 15th is not as well known, except per-
haps in England, maybe. This saint of which I speak is St. Swithin. St. Swithin was a 
beloved ninth-century bishop of Winchester, England, who requested that he be 
buried in the churchyard – some say to be close to the common people whom he 
loved; while others say that it was so that he could enjoy God’s gift of rain for all 
eternity. When he died in 862, his request was honored. About 100 years later, how-
ever, it was deemed unseemly that so holy a man should rest in a common grave. So 
on July 15, the saint’s feast day, the people attempted to enshrine his remains in his 
church. Legend has it however, that St. Swithin caused torrential rains to fall for 40 
days, until the intended transfer was abandoned. This is the source of a very old 
Scottish weather proverb regarding rain on July 15th: “St. Swithin’s Day if thou dost 
rain, for forty days it will remain.” Of course I would have to guess that this only ap-
plies to England and Scotland.

GOSPEL REFLECTION  

Jesus was tested by a lawyer who wanted to prove that he was a good 
person. Assuming that he knew the answer, he asked Jesus what one 
must do to have eternal life. Jesus coaxed from the man what was the 
greatest commandment: To love our neighbor as we love ourselves. But 
the man asked Jesus to define neighbor. Jesus explained who our 
neighbors are by telling the story we know as the ÒGood Samaritan.Ó In 
a land where Samaritans were despised, a man traveling on a road fell 
into the hands of robbers who beat and robbed him. Two people who 
would have been expected to stop, a Levite and a priest, actually passed 
the man by leaving him for dead. A Samaritan, however, stopped and 
tended to him, took him to a safe place and paid for his care. The point of 
Jesus' story was not so much who the neighbor was but how the lawyer 
should have responded as a neighbor.  
 
Reflection for Families  
Most parents will see at least one occasion in their child's life where the 
child is rejected in some way. Like the Samaritan who faced much rejec-
tion from his Jewish neighbors, we can still teach our children to act com-
passionately even if this was not their own experience. Often the primary 
way we teach our children is by our own example. What do we do when 
someone offends us? How do our children see us react? Sometimes all we 
have to do is think about the last time our children rode in the car with us 
to be just a little embarrassed by how we react to another person's mis-
takes.  
 
Bringing the Gospel Into Your Family  
Read through your local newspaper or a news magazine to see if you can 
identify ÒGood SamaritansÓ in your community or in our country. Is there 
something they are doing that your family might be a part of? Either by 
reading something in the news or finding an opportunity in your parish 
bulletin, see if you can put this Gospel to work in your family this week.
